The Communion anthem today is a setting of verses 15-17 from today’s Gospel by the 16th century English 
composer Thomas Tallis (c.1505-1585). This particular anthem, written c. 1547-8, is one of the earliest by him for 
the new Anglican liturgy, codified by Cranmer’s 1549 Book of Common Prayer.

All baptized Christians are warmly invited to receive Communion. You may receive at the rail or one of the 
stations. If you prefer not to receive the wine, simply cross your arms across your chest after receiving the bread.  
To receive the wine, you may drink from the cup or dip the bread in the small vessel inside the cup. (If you are 
not baptized but would like to be, please see one of the ministers following the service.)
