READING FROM THE BOOK OF GENESIS.

Now the Lord said to Abram, “Go from your country and your kindred and your father’s house
to the land that I will show you. 2And I will make of you a great nation, and I will bless you and
make your name great, so that you will be a blessing. *I will bless those who bless you, and him
who dishonors you I will curse, and in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed.”*So Abram
went, as the Lord had told him, and Lot went with him. Abram was seventy-five years old when
he departed from Haran. And Abram took Sarai his wife, and Lot his brother’s son, and all their
possessions that they had gathered, and the people that they had acquired in Haran, and they set
out to go to the land of Canaan.

ACCORDING TO ST. MATTHEW.

As Jesus passed on from there, he saw a man called Matthew sitting at the tax booth, and he said
to him, “Follow me.” And he rose and followed him. °And as Jesus reclined at table in the house,
behold, many tax collectors and sinners came and were reclining with Jesus and his disciples.
""And when the Pharisees saw this, they said to his disciples, “Why does your teacher eat with
tax collectors and sinners?” ?But when he heard it, he said, “Those who are well have no need
of a physician, but those who are sick. ®Go and learn what this means: ‘I desire mercy, and not
sacrifice.’
